At workshops Leigh explains and demonstrates character development, leading the students through the 

stages of drawing Old Tom, Horrible Harriet and maybe Mr Chicken, to gain confidence and then, onto creating 

their own characters. 

Students of all ages not only gain confidence through experiencing these sessions but will leave Leigh Hobbs 

workshops/demonstrations full of excitement, with their imaginations in full flight.
